Jay Johnson

Jay Johnson- Jay is currently beginning his sixth
year as the Toreros associate head coach and hitting
coach. In the 2006, 2007 and 2009 seasons the USD
offense has led the West Coast Conference in
hitting both overall and in conference play. The
Toreros offense has performed at its best against the
top competition in the country. In 2008, USD set a
school record for wins with 44, won both the WCC
Regular Season Championship and the WCC
Championship Series for the 2nd consecutive year;
and finished the regular season ranked #5 in the
country. In 2007 the Toreros defeated 10 pitchers
named to the Roger Clemens Award (Nations Most
Outstanding Pitcher) Watch List, en route to
Winning the West Coast Conference Championship
and achieving the schools highest ever national
ranking ascending to #4 in the country, and were the
#8 National seed in the NCAA Tournament. Head
coach at nearby Point Loma Nazarene University in
2005, Johnson led the NAIA Sea Lions to a national
ranking as high as No. 6 and a Golden State
Athletic Conference-Southern Division
Championship. In 2004 Johnson helped lead the Sea
Lions to a 3" Place finish in the NAIA College
World Series while breaking the Golden State
Athletic Conference record for wins in a single
season with 47.
